1.	 A member of the Company entitled to attend and vote at the meeting may appoint more than one (1) proxy to attend and vote instead of him/her. If a member appoints more than one 
(1) proxy, the appointments shall be invalid unless he/she specifies the proportion of his/her shareholdings to be represented by each proxy.

2.	 Every member including authorised nominees as defined under the Securities Industry (Central Depositories) Act 1991 and Exempt Authorised Nominees which hold ordinary shares in 
the Company for multiple beneficial owners in one securities account (“Omnibus Account”) are entitled to appoint another person as his proxy to exercise all or any of his rights to attend, 
participate, speak and vote instead of him at the 52nd AGM and that such proxy need not be a member.

3.	 The instrument appointing a proxy shall be in writing under the hand of the member or of his attorney duly authorised in writing or if the member is a corporation, shall either be executed 
under its common seal or under the hand of 2 authorised officers, one of whom shall be a director or of its attorney duly authorised in writing. The instrument appointing a proxy authorises 
the proxy(ies) to demand or join in demanding a poll.

4.	 The instrument appointing a proxy and the power of attorney or other authority (if any) under which it is signed or a duly notarised certified copy of that power or authority may be made 
in hardcopy form or by electronic means in the following manner and shall be received by the Company not less than 48 hours before the time for holding the meeting or any adjournment 
thereof:

Personal Data Privacy
